DAY 5 PARIS Bonjour!
Today begins with a Paris City
Tour, accompanied by an expert
local guide. See the Champs
Elysées, the Fiffel Tower, the
Arc de Triomphe and other
highlights of the City of Lights.
Also visit the Gothic glory of
Notre Dame Cathedral. This
evening, see the monuments of
Paris from a unique perspective
aboard a Bateaux Mouches
cruise along the Seine.

Arrive in the capital of Bavaria, a
city known for its art and
Oktobetfest.

DAY 13 MUNICH Gutten
tag!

You'l
also see Olympic Park, visit the
BMW Museum and see St
